FW World Ranking System 

X = ( (N+1) – position + bonus ) * F

Explanation:

X = Ranking Points scored by a competitor at a regatta

N = number of competitors 

If number of competitors more than 60 then N = 60

Bonus:
1 place = 6 pts

2 place = 4 pts

3 place = 1 pts

F = factor: 
Level  0- Worlds = 2

Level  1- Continentals = 1.5

Level  2- Internationals = 1 

Level  3- Nationals ( Open) = 0.5 

Any country or organizer has the right to apply for an event. The IFWC committee (if not the AGM) will decide which event(s) will be accepted as Class Championships or sanctioned as a Level 2 /3 qualifier .

Every paid-up national FW association has the right to add ONE international (national open) event which will count to the ranking. The IFWC committee has to sanction the event –only after the Notice of Race has been received and approved .

( eg the British Open Racing Championships ,hosted by UK Windsurfing Association , May 28th >30th .Hove .  Results must be forwarded directly to FW webmaster .)

The points which each competitor has scored within the last 12 months will be added. The actual ranking position will be based on the sum of ranking points. The competitor with most points is the first.

The ranking list is a continuous system. After 12 months the points are deleted , unless  replaced by the current years equivalent  event   The system will be started with the results of the FW Worlds 2004 in Leba (Poland).

( eg 2006 Oceanic Championships will replace 2005 Oceanics ; 2006 British Open(venue tbc) will replace 2005British Open (Hove ); Worlds 2005 (Melbourne )will replace Worlds 2004 (Leba) ; New events may be introduced – PWA ? (leba ?)2005  or Euro Cup Silvaplana 2005 .  

Qualification System for World Championships:

For the IFWC World Championships the current FW World Champion is qualified by right. Each FW Continental Championship (Europeans, South Americans etc.) gives 5 places to the competitors from this continent (example: Only Europeans can win slots at the Europeans). Every paid up FW association country has one starting slot by right. The remaining (approx. 60) starting slots will be allocated to the best not yet qualified competitors based on the FW World Ranking. 

Additional comments : 

1    No limitation on the number of events a competitor can count towards his/her annual     ranking .

2 Level 1 (Continental ) and Level 2 (International ) events can be elevated in status to “Grand Prix” events dependant upon the level of prize money and /or participation of Top 20 sailors .  

2 a) Level 1 events with minimum prize money of $15000 (except Europeans –20,000 euro) have  increased factor value of  + 0.25 = 1.75.

2 b) Level 2 events with (level 1 prize money funds -as above) and /or (at least 5 competitors from the top 20 at the last Worlds) have increased factor value of + 0.25 = 1.25.

2 c) Level 2 events with increased levels of prize money (minimum 30,000 euro) have increased factor value of + 0.5 = 1.5.

3 Level 3 (National ) events with at least 5 competitors from the top 20 at the last worlds (or top ten from last Continentals ) have increased factor value of + 0.25 = 0.75.

4 Wildcards –for Worlds . To be allocated by the FW Committee .Small number to be reserved for “ known” quality racers unable to make qualification ; plus additional places to allocate to host country /continent .

5 Sanction Fees . A sanction fee will be levied by the class for ranking events .

( this could range from a nominal sum for National Events ; to % of prize money for Tour Events )
